1. Conductor: Class B compressed stranded bare copper per ASTM B3 and ASTM B8

2. Insulation: Cross Linked Polyethylene (XLPE) Type XHHW-2

3. Grounding Conductor: Green insulated class B compressed stranded bare copper per ASTM B3 and ASTM B8.

4. Filler: Paper filler as needed

5. Binder: Binder tape as needed

6. Overall Jacket: Polyvinyl Chloride (PVC) Jacket
